Overall, Christ on the Mountain parish is financially stable.


The parish is now out of debt as opposed to $51,500 a year ago.  


Due to increased donations and our fiscal responsibility, the parish contingency/savings fund has increased.  This money will be used for emergencies and to help pay for needed building and grounds improvements and upkeep.





We have donated over $44,000 in Outreach funds to the community.  This is the 5% from all donations received.  In addition, $49,485 was given by parishioners directly to the Archbishop's Catholic Appeal and $7,645 to the Parish Gabriel Project.





We continue to reap the blessings of Stewardship of Time, Talent and Treasure.
