2010 Financial Summary 


Overall, Christ on the Mountain parish is financially stable with no outstanding debt. 


During the past year, Christ on the Mountain was able to replace the church roof, re-stucco the tower and front of the church, repair the concrete sidewalk and install a new furnace and water heater.  Due to increased donations and our fiscal responsibility, these items were paid from either our operating account or the contingency/savings fund.
